
Earn While You Learn...

The EWYL program is offered for any mom or father of 
the baby during the pregnancy and can continue until 
the child reaches its first birthday. The participants can 
take weekly courses, watch videos, read books, listen to 
special speakers such as our midwife give a  presentation 
on labor and delivery, or attend additional approved out 
of the office courses such as earning their GED or police 
department safety course on car seat installation. The 
concept is to reward the parents with baby points that 
can be exchanged for baby items at the Baby Store. What 
parent couldn’t use more diapers or clothes because babies 

do grow? This process instills confidence, pride, and responsibility as well as, practical preparation 
for parenting. Our prenatal class had been limited to first time 
moms since they need more attention and freedom to ask 
questions repeat moms don’t necessarily need to but this 
program is for anyone that is having a baby after having a test 
with us. The program is laid out with easy directions. Our first 
class had a wonderful time discussing and supporting each 
other. Bonds can form and maybe moms can share concerns 
that will help them be better parents.
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Tribute to Adoption...

In 1954, [Joanne Schiebel] was a young unmarried college student 
who discovered that she was pregnant . In the 1950s, her options 
were limited. She could have had an abortion – but the procedure 
was both dangerous and illegal. She could have gotten married, but 
she wasn’t ready and didn’t want to interrupt her education. Joanne 
opted, instead, to give birth to the baby and put it up for adoption.

And so it was that in 1955, a California couple named Paul and Clara 
Jobs adopted a baby boy, born out of wedlock, that they named Steven.

We know him today…as Steve Jobs.

From Our Files...

This client has been on all our hearts and in 
all our prayers. Her father called and asked 
if he could bring his pregnant daughter in. 
She was leaning toward abortion and he 
and his wife wanted her to have the baby. 
We encouraged him to bring her in but of 
course, this depended on the daughter 
wanting to speak with us. They did not come 
in for two days. We thought all was lost.

On the third day and with a volunteer that 
had been in the same situation, 16 and 
pregnant, they came in. It was almost closing 
time. The father was anxious but stayed out 
of the counseling room so his daughter 
would express her feelings freely. She stated 
that the following morning at 8am she was 
scheduled for an abortion. 

Several things were shared during this time. 
The first thing was that the abortion clinic 
told her if she didn’t get the procedure done 
before the first of October that it would be 
difficult for her to get one. The volunteer 
countered that statement by saying the only 
thing that has changed is that they now 
have to perform an ultrasound and she had 
the option of seeing it or not. The second 
thing was this client was concerned for her 
baby. She asked several questions about the 
baby’s health. 

We arranged for her to have an ultrasound 
that very afternoon. We found out a week 
later that she did make it to the ultrasound 
and found out she was further than she 
thought. She also saw the baby and is going 
to continue the pregnancy. Thank you Lord.
